The meeting of 2 children, a boy and a girl, on Turtle Hill, is the story frame for a trilogy of “just so“ style Turtle tales tracking the evolution and learning of one particular Turtle.

Turtle Hill is a place of atmosphere, a place to listen. The Girl is sensitive to the atmosphere and music of the hill. She is inspired to write Turtle stories. The boy cannot hear the hill.

Inspired by a Native American traditional tale, in story one turtle is shiny and smooth, fast and impatient. His speed through life and his desire to travel south, cause him to have an accident where his shell becomes cracked and he is forced to become slower and more careful.

Inspired by an African tale, in story two, turtle helps his friend, Leopard, by sharing his spinach when Leopard is injured. In return, Leopard shares his meat, but Turtle double crosses 

Leopard by stealing all the meat, thereby losing his friendship and becoming hunted and afraid.

Story 3 sees the same turtle, leaving behind his shell and his fear, following his dream to travel south and finally learning to fly. This is a transformational, “Lempen” tale, about leaving your limitations behind and following your dream.

During story three, the boy has learned to listen and can finally hear the hill. He finishes the story and so the children begin a journey of the imagination together on the back of Turtle Hill.

Told with table top puppets, shadows, traditional storytelling and atmospheric sound-scape, this charming tale, created through the imagination of two children and the atmosphere of a special hill, follows the story of one particular crazy turtle.

Turtle is like all of us, often impatient, selfish, and faltering through his own mistakes. In this story we see him learning to make the important step that allows him to transform his life.
